INSTALLING THE DESIGNKIT
e Start-up ADS version 2003C.
e The ADS Main window will appear.

e Choose DesignKit > Install Design Kits. The Install ADS Design Kit dialog box
appears.

e Instep one, click the Unzip Design Kit Now button to unzip the designkit. The
Unzip ADS Design Kit dialog box appears:

Unzip File: browse to the Philips LDMOST model library zipfile.
Select the to directory, click ok.

¢ In step two (Define Design Kit) , the Path, Name, BootFile and Version are
displayed.

e In step three (Select Installation Level), select installation level. Review the
ADS Design Kit Installation and Setup documentation to decide how the
designkit will be used. In above case (user-level), the designkit will be available
in every ADS project you will open.
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e Click ok. A confirmation message should appear indicating that the designkit was
installed successfully.

e Click ok.
e Inaschematic window, you should be able to see and select the component
palette.

e In the Library browser (ﬁ ), you should be able to see and select the models.
